Officer Elections are coming up!  The following information is to help you understand the election timeline and expectations.  

You will be handed back your previous application packet.  The following items must be turned in:  
· Application 
· Resume 

· Copy of your non-position specific speech
· Typed essay questions
· Letters of Recommendation

· Letter of intent

April 12th  – 4:00 PM  Candidates will take the online exam at the time they signed up for. 

April 4th by 3:00PM – Completed application, resume, letters of recommendation, typed essay questions, letter of intent, and copy of non–office specific speech returned to Ms. Rollings in Mrs. Hudgins’office by 3:00pm. Late applications will not be accepted.
April 12 – Attend after school interview time 

· Candidates will sign up for interview order on April 4th when applications are turned in. 
· Candidates must be in full official dress (no exceptions). 

· Candidates should bring a copy of their resume. 
April 11 - 6:30 PM Regularly Scheduled FFA Meeting where candidates will present speeches and Mansfield FFA Members will vote.
Voting will occur in a single round.  Each voter will rank the candidates from top to bottom by his or her order of preference in holding an office in the Mansfield FFA Chapter Leadership Team. Candidates will be ranked with an 1 for the voter’s most preferred and so on sequentially for the voter’s least preferred. The candidate positions are President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter, and Sentinel.
